I've always wished | could speak another language, but | don't have time to take a class and I've
been reluctant to invest in a pair of big headphones and a fancy (pricey) program of audio
cassettes or CDs. Especially because I'm not sure what language I'd like to learn.

If you have a broadband connection
and a computer, you have access to a world of foreign language instruction for free -- and if you
have an MP3 audio player, you can carry lessons around with you to listen on the bus, in the
car or anywhere else you listen to music.

Mandarin Chinese

Named one of Time magazine's top-10 podcasts (of any kind), this handsomely laid out site with
crystal-clear audio files is probably the best available introduction to Mandarin -- other than
going to Shanghai, where the podcasts are produced. You have to pay to get all the goods --
transcipts, flashcards, complete audio archives -- but the first seven podcasts, along with the
most recent podcasts, are free.

Introduced with mandolin music in the background, the podcasts have an English introduction
and explanations of Mandarin dialogue. The speakers clearly give the proper intonation of the
words, which is crucial for meaning in Mandarin.

The BBC page on the German language (www.bbc.co.uk/languages/german) has some good
introductory audio files. The German department of the University of Wisconsin at Madison
(german.lIss.wisc.edu/podcast) also is a great source for podcasts in German, but they're geared
toward intermediate learners.
